Description of the Service:

The old age psychiatry service provides a comprehensive service for patients presenting with organic and functional mental disorders over the age of 65 including people with dementia including those with early onset in the Folkestone area of the Shepway locality (population approximately 11,000 over 65 years)  Patients with enduring mental illness who are in receipt of services from the general and community psychiatry teams remain with those services until such time as their needs change substantially eg developing dementia or significant physical frailty (full set of policies and agreed model of care available)
Older Adult Mental Health inpatient services for the locality are based on Cranmer Ward, St Martin’s Hospital (12 beds for organic and functional illness)

Old Age Psychiatric Liaison Services are based at the Arundel Unit, William Harvey Hospital and are part of the Acute Service line directorate. Dr. Dalvi provides a dedicated liaison session once a week and is supported by liaison nurses.

Specialist Registrar Post in Old Age& Liaison Psychiatry – Job description 
The Speciality Registrar Post in Old Age& Liaison Psychiatry in the Kent and Medway NHS Trust will be under the direct supervision of Dr Dalvi, who contributes 10 clinical sessions per week with a dedicated Liaison session at the William Harvey Hospital. Dr Dalvi has a Dual CCT in Old Age& General Adult Psychiatry and also has a Liaison subspecialty CCT.
Details of placement and timetable
In the Shepway area, two consultants: Dr Dalvi and currently Dr Ephraim Locum Consultant , together with CMHT, provide a comprehensive old age psychiatry service, including multidisciplinary assessments, inpatient, outpatient, community visits and liaison activity. 
The trainee takes part in joint (with CPNs, SHOs, OTs, AMPS, and Psychologists) and lone assessment and treatment in some patients’ homes, care homes and care of the elderly wards, and also takes on responsibility for some of the inpatients, outpatients. The trainee is on the St Martin’s Hospital Canterbury and on the Ashford Consultants on-call rota (with consultant back-up). 

Other training opportunities:

a) Neuroradiology and Nuclear Medicine training

b) Special interest sessions in Medicine for Elderly at William Harvey Hospital
c) Special interest sessions in neurology / stroke care/falls clinic at William Harvey Hospital.
The role of the trainee: The Specialty registrar will work with the Community mental health team for older people covering the picturesque catchment area of Folkestone. In addition the trainee will have inpatient experience on Cranmer ward mainly for assessment of complex challenging patients with input  for the mini-ward rounds .The trainee will  also have a dedicated session with the Liaison Old Age Psychiatric team in providing a liaison assessments at the William Harvey Hospital. The trainee will also have input in the multidisciplinary memory clinic. The Specialty Registrar will have office space at Folkestone Health Centre which is also the base for two community Old Age Psychiatry teams with dedicated secretarial and administrative support. 

The Specialty Registrar will assist in the assessment and (if necessary) ongoing management of complex community referrals initially screened by the CPNs. They will also attend a weekly MDT with the Community team, picking up complex referrals directly from team members and carrying out a clinical assessment or providing senior medical advice where necessary. 
The Specialty registrar will have a dedicated Neuroradiology session with Dr Bertoni Consultant Neuroradiologist once a week. This will be a training session so that the trainee is able to read and interpret findings on CT, MRI scans for common neurodegenerative illnesses. In addition to this the trainee will also get training sessions within Nuclear Medicine to interpret SPECT scans. The Specialty Registrar will have a weekly one hour supervision session with Dr Dalvi.
