Description of the Service:

The East Kent Neuropsychiatry Service (EKNS) provides a comprehensive service for patients presenting with organic and functional neurological disorders over the age of 18 years including people presenting with complex co-morbidities and difficult to diagnose memory difficulties. 
EKNS is a small but highly effective specialist service that receives over 300 new referrals every year. The referral stream includes patients who are unable to travel to the Service base (Ashford), inpatient mental health referrals, and referrals from Liaison Psychiatry and Inpatient referral requests from inpatient Neurology.

EKNS follows a weekly MDT Triage System for the new referrals and a newly developed joint referral processing mechanism with the Neuropsychology Service. The aim is to maximise service efficiency by improving our response time and reducing waiting list blockages.

EKNS is a popular training destination choice for Special Interest Trainees, Psychology Trainees, Nursing Students, and Medical Students seeking Elective Placements.

Specialist Registrar Post in Old Age& Liaison Psychiatry – Job description 
The Speciality Registrar Post in Neuropsychiatry is with Professor Rafey Faruqui who is a Consultant Neuropsychiatrist at KMPT and an Honorary Professor in the Centre for Health Services Studies at the University of Kent. He is Immediate Past Chair of Faculty of Neuropsychiatry at the Royal College of Psychiatrists where he continues to Chair the Neurorehabilitation Working Group of the Faculty. He is well-known nationally and internationally for his work on psychiatric services development, disaster management work and developing/ supporting innovative teaching and training programmes. He Leads Brain Injury Module at the MSc Neuropsychiatry Programme at the University of Birmingham and is a Co-Editor of forthcoming Oxford Textbook of Neuropsychiatry
Details of placement and timetable
The trainee takes part in joint (with CPNs, Psychologists) and individual assessment and treatment in outpatient, some patients’ homes, care homes and assessment of inpatient referrals. The trainee would have full access to local and regional training programmes, supervision, and dedicated research and special interest sessions in line with relevant training guidelines.
Additional Training opportunities as part of clinical job:
a) Joint neuroradiology/ nuclear medicine meetings (weekly)
b) Joint Neuropsychology/ neuropsychiatry case reviews (monthly)

c) Neuropsychiatry Day (Joint meetings with Neurology- 3 to 4 meetings/ Year

d) Neuropsychiatry Conference or Research Day (annual event)

e) Specialist Services Clinical Governance Meetings (Two-monthly)

f) Neuropsychiatry Business Meeting (every six weeks)
The role of the trainee: 
The Specialty Registrar will work closely with Prof Faruqui and members of MDT in providing excellent care to patients. The Specialty Registrar will have access to dedicated secretarial and administrative support. 

The Specialty Registrar will assist in the assessment and (if necessary) ongoing management of complex community referrals. They will also attend a weekly MDT picking up complex referrals directly from team members and carrying out a clinical assessment or providing senior medical advice where necessary. 
The Specialty Registrar will have a dedicated Neuroradiology session with Dr Bertoni Consultant Neuroradiologist/ and a Consultant in Nuclear Medicine at William Harvey Hospital once a week (approximately two miles from the team base). This will be a training session so that the trainee is able to read and interpret findings on CT, MRI scans for common neurodegenerative illnesses, and brain injury. In addition to this the trainee will also get training sessions within Nuclear Medicine to interpret SPECT scans. 
The Specialty Registrar will have a weekly one hour supervision session with Prof Faruqui
