Liaison Psychiatry – Maidstone Liaison Psychiatry Service, Maidstone Hospital, Hermitage Lane, Maidstone, Kent ME16 9QQ

Consulant Psychiatrist – Dr Laurence Potter

This is a Liaison General Adult Psychiatry training post where the higher trainee works as a member of the multi-professional team under consultant supervision. The trainee is supervised by Dr Laurence Potter, Consultant in Liaison Psychiatry at Maidstone Hospital, based in the Liaison Office within Maidstone General Hospital.
Kent & Medway NHS & Social Care Partnership Trust (KMPT) covers the whole of Kent, which has a population of 1.7 million. The services provided by the Trust are acute mental health, community and recovery (including learning difficulties), forensic, and mental health of older adults. Further information about the trust can be found at www.kmpt.nhs.uk .

The Liaison Service is within the Acute Care Group. It is divided into teams working on each of seven acute hospital sites across Kent and Medway. The team that the higher trainee will be joining is based in Maidstone Hospital, part of Maidstone and Tunbridge Wells NHS Trust. The team is a multi-disciplinary team with dedicated commissioned staff providing a service between 8am and 8pm, 7 days a week. The team assesses and reviews patients referred with mental health problems by both the Emergency Department and hospital wards, from the age of 18 with no upper age limit.
Audit and research can be facilitated, as well as management experience. This can be within the Liaison Service, related to Dr Potter’s roles as Locality Tutor and Clinical Information Officer, or other activities by arrangement. Two sessions (one full day) per week will be allocated for research and special interest. This can be arranged locally or elsewhere by agreement. 
The post-older will be part of a middle tier of out-of-hours on-call doctors operating between the duty junior trainees and the on-call consultant. This is currently a 1 in 10 rota. The post-holder will also participate in the West Kent daytime Section 136 rota. 

A year in this post will attract an endorsement in Liaison Psychiatry. Competencies likely to be enhanced during the training are described in the 2016 Liaison Curriculum from the Royal College of Psychiatrists. 
The post holder will be expected to agree a job plan with the consultant on taking up the post, within the following framework:

· Clinical care of Maidstone Liaison Psychiatry Service Patients, to include
· Assessment of new referrals from both A&E and inpatient wards

· Follow up of patients during an admission, either to review complex/high risk patients seen by other team members, or to provide ongoing care during admission

· Formulation of patient problems and agreeing treatment plans, including liaison with other teams where necessary

· Potential to provide outpatient liaison work with agreement of supervisor

· Attending multi-disciplinary professional meetings (this may include meetings in the community as well as in the general hospital)

· Mental Health Act assessments of patients admitted to the general hospital

· Flexible sessions for special interests, e.g. Neuropsychiatry, MIMHS

· Teaching and training of multidisciplinary staff within both the Liaison team and general hospital

· Annual and Study Leave to be taken by arrangement with the Thanet Liaison Psychiatry Service Medical Team, subject to approval by supervising consultant

· Some cross cover with the Pembury Hospital Liaison Services may be required to assist with medical cover on these sites
